Consider working over various papers in your sketchbook, or letting drawings travel
across a double page, exploring a range of media, focusing on smaller details, or larger
compositions, creating studies which take no longer than 5 minutes and some which are
more considered and time consuming. Coloured studies, monochrome studies, drawings
using dots, cross hatching, mark making, painted grounds with pen over, a painting
using acrylic that mixes colour using the primaries (plus white) only, just play and
explore!
